Ham Loaves
½ lb. hamburger		
½ lb. sausage 
1 lb. ground ham 
¼ c. onion, chopped 
¼ c. green pepper, chopped 
½ tsp. salt 
¼ tsp. pepper 
1 c. milk
1 c. quick oats 
2 eggs

Sauce 
¼ c. vinegar 
1 c. brown sugar 
1 tsp. mustard 
¼ c. water 
½ c. ketchup

Mix together and form loaves. Mix sauce ingredients 
together and pour over loaves. Bake 1 hour at 350° 
basting with sauce a few times. Serves 8.

1 can refrigerated crescent rolls 
8 oz. sour cream 
8 oz. tomato sauce 
1 pkg. taco seasoning 
1 lb. hamburger 
1½ c. cheddar cheese, shredded 
1 sm. bag Doritos® chips, crushed

Cook and drain hamburger. In same skillet, add 
tomato sauce and taco seasoning.
